STEVE WOODARD - Friday,
October. 1: Steve began square
dance calling while serving in the
Army in Germany. We consider him
one of the best callers in the
southern California area. He
enjoys calling a challenging dance
and he keeps us on our toes. In
the San Diego County area, he
calls for the Flying A's (A2), Double SD"s (A2) and
the Sandpipers (Plus). He calls at many dances and
festivals throughout California, Nevada and Arizona.

JOHNNY PRESTON - Friday,
October 15: Johnny began calling in
1976 while attending a Michigan
University and has called full time
for almost 24 years now. Johnny has
called in almost every state in the
US and almost every country that
has square dancing, including;
Belgium, Holland, Denmark, England, Germany,
Japan, New Zealand, Sweden, Austria, Czech
Republic, and Saudi Arabia.

You may recognize Johnny as a featured square
dance caller in a nationally broadcast television
commercial.
